Ministry 2011-2012:

Come Join the Adventure!
The Christian formation team invites you to join us for a year of mission, worship, spiritual deepening and fun! We spent the spring listening to our families and the summer responding to your thoughts in our planning process and we are excited to tell you about our plans for the months ahead. 
Blessing of the backpacks (and briefcases!), September 4, 10am service
Join us for worship on September 4 with your favorite backpack or briefcase in hand and plan to participate in the blessing of the backpacks as we launch our year with a special celebration of new beginnings.  Then prepare to join us for Sunday School beginning September 18…
Three to Seven year olds (10 - 11am Sunday morning, Godly Play room)
This class will continue to learn using the Godly Play curriculum of stories and parables. On the first Sunday of the month, they will join the nine to twelve year olds in hands on mission learning. We are also working on creating more opportunities for them to sing.
Nine to twelve year olds (10 - 11am Sunday morning, Fellowship Hall)
This class will enjoy a varied format of experience, play, worship and teaching as follows: first Sunday, hands on mission learning with the younger class; second Sunday, re:form curriculum; third Sunday, beginning in October, special children’s worship at 10am followed by games and fellowship during the 11:15 hour; fourth Sunday, re:form curriculum; fifth Sunday, re:form curriculum.

Confirmation Graduates (10 - 11am Sunday morning, Teen Lounge)
These young women will meet twice a month. On the first Sunday of the month, they will continue their sandwich making ministry. Together, they will also choose a second Sunday to meet to consider questions they did not cover in last year’s classes, to take a break at the Starbucks, or to otherwise spend time in fellowship together with adults from our faith community.

How can you partner with our ministry team and the children in our community?

We are so glad you asked!  We believe spiritual formation is far more about forming relationships than following specific programs. It is about spending time together in a faith filled community and connecting to each other in ever deepening ways. It is about being open, honest, trusting and caring of one another.
