I wonder if it might change the way we support and love each other?  I wonder if it might change our everyday life experiences?  I wonder what God would do with all those promises if we asked him to help us keep them?

 

Our God is a God of covenants. He is a faithful God and he can show us how to mirror that faith and that covenant relationship within the communities that define our world.
