This week in our Godly Play class, we continued to reflect on the parables Jesus told in response to the question, what is the kingdom of heaven like?  Sunday's lesson was the parable of the sower.  Some of the parables present tough challenges when we try to discern what they mean but most of us can relate quite well to this one. 

 

Remember digging in the dirt when you were little?  I remember spending hours creating and diverting special streams and rivers in our dirt driveway on drizzly afternoons.  I am sure my parents were not wild about our work, but my sisters and I found something quite magical about what we were doing.  While working in the vegetable garden in later years was not nearly so much fun, it did bring back those joyful times of simple play and I remember the wonderful feeling I experienced when we would see the first small shoots poking above the ground and know that the seeds we had planted were growing.  The thing is, we just had to throw those seeds in, water them regularly, remove the weeds and then wait in the faith that something was happening below the surface that would result in a wonderful plant bearing vegetables for our table.  

 

I love this image for families. So often, we scatter our seeds among the children and then struggle not to lose faith as we wait for them to germinate and bear fruit.  Sometimes the wait is long and arduous.  And that is where our faith community comes in.  Each of us can play a role in watering and weeding and noticing when the tiny shoots of a new plant spring forth so that together we can celebrate the new life of wise choices, kind actions and new understandings.  I wonder where you watered or weeded or noticed new growth this week.  I wonder what growth you nurtured that you will never even know about.  I wonder who did the same for you?
