This Sunday, Beth began preaching in our third of six sermon series, Believing Like Jesus.  We plan to hang these reflections on the frame of the Apostles Creed, but we begin by thinking simply about what belief really means for us today.  What does it mean to believe in God? Far more than just intellectual assent that there is a God, true and lifegiving belief implies a breathtaking trust in our God; a willingness to reach out and grasp the lifelines of grace, love, forgiveness and mercy God offers all God's children.  Such childlike trust comes hard to many of us. And yet our God offers us a model that, in my experience, brings freedom and joy along with surrender.

 

This week, I invite you to think about what you believe.  What is your experience of the nature of our God?  Can you, do you, really trust him with your life?  What would happen if you could do that?  I have found that each time I relinquish my tight grasp on something and believe that God can take it for me, I go deeper into that place where trust in God offers me peace and joy.  I wonder how we can help each other find that place.
