We had a wonderful service on Sunday led by some 40 youth from the Vienna Presbyterian Church youth choir and orchestra. What a joy it was to see all those young faces leading our worship.  Our own children and youth are such a blessing to our faith community and as I enjoyed the service, I thought about what it takes for children to deepen their faith in a secular world and become secure enough in it to publicly proclaim it through worship, work and prayer.  How do we provide sacred space in busy lives where God can do God's quiet work and scattered seeds can take root to blossom into deep and abiding faith?
