This weekend, a friend of Cindy Jones' will be in the nursery to take care of the children. I am not sure if Chula will be back with us yet as she has been taking care of Sriyani so we may need to provide a second person for the nursery. If you would like to help out, please let me know and I will keep you posted as to what is needed.
Finally, this Sunday, the Haven 2.4 service returns at 8:30 with a light breakfast and the service beginning at 8:45. This fall, we are focusing on struggles and the hope that can shine through them when they are experienced through the lens of faith. If you have not joined us before, I encourage you to try it out.
