I was glad to see many of you this past Sunday at our service of stories.  I thought the hightlight of our morning was Camille Capozzi's storybox recounting her own faith journey. Camille's message was the culmination of a year long effort to listen to the stories of individual people of God and reflect on our own stories with God. Over the year, we told stories ranging from Abraham and Elijah to Augustine and St. Francis and many in between. We wondered about where our own stories sounded very similar to the ones we talked about each week and we began to talk about what our own stories looked like.  A couple of months ago, we invited the children to begin creating a story box that would hold their unique story with God. Camille's children's message on Sunday was the result of her work on that project. 

 

The fact is, we all have a story with God. Whether we have thought much about it or not, I believe the Holy Spirit is present in all our lives and if we look carefully we start to notice that presence in almost every aspect.  What does your story look like?  Where are you in that story right now?  One of the stories we told on Sunday was the parable of the Good Shepherd. It offers a wonderful framework for considering our own experiences and reflecting on where we are at any given time. Are you by the fresh, green grass; drinking the cool, still waters; or, as we tell it in Godly Play, are you in the places of danger, waiting for the Shepherd to come and guide you through or carry you home?  This week, I invite you to talk with your family about your story with God and where you see God's presence in it. I wonder how those stories change course when we start to focus on and notice God's presence in them.  Why don't we reflect on that this week and see if we can find out.
