Rebuilding Together  April 27 &/or April 24, 2010

Covenant's experienced team for Rebuilding Together, Jerry T, Laura & Susan, visited our 2010 Rebuilding client and received a nice surprise: She had hired someone to fix the problem with her back roof and to replace the ceiling/wall drywall that came down or got stained by the leaks from snow melt. So our tasks are simpler, but still will require two weekends (at least) to do cleaning, priming and painting, with time to dry between.   

Here is the current (probably too large) task list:   

Remove large mirror (with plywood back) from living room wall and dispose of it. 

Clean, prime and paint living room and dining room walls and trim (remove curtain rod in doorway and repaint surface) 

Install CO detector.

Replace fan light in newly refurbished bedroom. 

Install caulk around tub in bathroom. 

Outside: replace front gutter and downspouts (about 25-30 ft expanse); 

Clean back gutters. 

Repaint retaining wall (cement block with wood topper) and front door light. 

Purchase and hang new white horizontal mailbox.

Wash and/or paint shutters.

Make garden/yard improvements as determined.   

The contractor who fixed the back roof said he could tell that the wood on the main roof is rotting.  Our client does not have the money to fix it. So we will be giving her information (from RPJ) about a low-interest loan to accomplish that work.   

Our client is a 74-year-old widow and very appreciative of our work.  She is spending everything she has to do the major repairs on the back roof and ceilings. And she will need to do more to make the front roof reliable for future storms. She needs our help to do some of the upkeep she cannot afford. I hope you all can help.
